FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

Who is eligible for a scholarship?

Residents of District 11 who are planning to attend a Maryland college or University or

State-Accredited Vocational School as an undergraduate student are eligible.

I have a Unique Major, can I get a scholarship?

If you have a Unique Major as recognized by the Maryland Higher Education

Commission (MHEC) and reside in District 11 you may apply. You must submit a letter

from MHEC verifying your “Unique Major” status.

What is the amount awarded?

The amount awarded is approximately $200 per year ($100 per semester).

How do I apply?

New applicants are required to complete the application form and include the name,

address, phone number and email (if available) of two references and a copy of their

transcript or most recent report card. Also, new applicants must submit ONE essay

selected from the following topics:

1. An essay that you have submitted with a current college application.

2. Your plans for after college. (250-500 words)

3. Write about any topic that is of interest to you. (250-500 words)

PLEASE NOTE:

In order to save you and your school guidance office time and money, do not have your

guidance counselor submit a sealed transcript. Please submit a copy of your transcript or

a copy of your most recent report card with your application.

Renewing applicants are not required to submit an essay but will need to complete the

application form and send a copy of their most current transcript or grades from the

previous semester. Do not have your school send a transcript, please submit a copy

with your application.

When are applications due? Where do I send the application?

APPLICATIONS MUST BE POSTMARKED BY MARCH 31st.

b.) Send a copy of your parent’s voter registration card, OR

c.) Send a copy of the mlis page showing your/your parent’s name and address in the district. Go to http://mlis.state.md.us; select “Find a Legislator;” type in your address and print out the page showing your Legislators.
